Vel Fraser comments - the position under the Companies Act 2008 (“Act”) is that the Courts continue to adjudicate issues from 2011 to currently 2018 and under the Close Corporations Act of 1984, CIPRO/CIPC de-registrations have continued with accompanying anomalies thereto; companies have adopted the Memorandum of Incorporation (“MOI”) and the Statutory position regarding solvent and insolvent Company winding up incorporating Chapter 14 and s424 of the Companies Act No. 61 of 1973 read with Item 9 of Schedule 5 are ongoing with s417 hearings adjudications in progress. Shares have converted to no par value and decisions in respect of shareholders’ disputes have been adjudicated; directors’ matters regarding appointments and delinquencies; entitlement to fees and a curb upon excesses have been weighed up; ostensible authority issues; directoral removal and in terms of s424 of the Companies Act No. 61 of 1973 director loans which carried over as s75-78 fiduciary duties to the new Act. The Supreme Court of Appeal has dealt with directoral fraud; Trust issues; Title deed transfers; copyright and trademark infringements, challenges to trustee removal and in some fiscal instances the necessary piercing of the veil regarding debtors in rem and in personam; shareholder prejudice; siphoning of monies in breach of the Lugano Convention [UK]; security for costs in re a plaintiff’s chances of success; a bank application to wrest a group from control and ownership; have been debated and decided through the Courts, Appeal Court and Constitutional Court system. Further dealt with are matters in the public interest - appropriate directoral governance; usage of trademark and IP protection; an appropriate method of dealing with labour disciplinary issues e.g. non-disclosure of information related at disciplinary hearing level; the status of a non-disclosure agreement if data was breached by the media and leave granted regarding regarding injunction; the related issues of allegations with no factual court declaratory order; scrutiny regarding proper conduct of liquidators; anti-dissipatory matters; public bodies, public policy vs contractual sacredness, and social justice; the expeditious addressing of material disputes and timeous public body decision reviews. Having regard for Business Rescue Procedures (“BRP”) in the light of developing law from commencement of the procedure through to matters such as - Practitioner jurisdiction; the CIPC approach; Practitioners’ fee structures; inadequate financial schedules regarding reasonable prospect of success. Continuing moratorium issues; creditor status of SARS; property rights stay with the owner in a business rescue where the respondent may not rely on property assets to fund the BRP.
